Manager’s Mutterings

Week on week our market continues to grow with more cattle and
sheep. 346 head of cattle, 2,801 head of sheep and 138 pigs.

A packed ringside of buyers ensured the finished prices remained firm
with the quality bullocks being especially sort after with the trade to
match. Topping at 221p/Kg., for Lloyd Lawrence-Baines of Ellistown’s
Limousin x steer. The barren cows have increased in trade quite
significantly since the new year.

During the fat cattle auction earlier today we held the presentation of
the ‘*Henry James Memorial Trophy’ for the most finished cattle sold in
a calendar year. Our CEO Hugh Brown presented this trophy to John
Kirby of Stretton, near Oakham. I would like to congratulate John and
thank him for his loyal support during 2016.

The in calf continental cows sold well with many customers wanting
them, the prices were £790 to £1,010 from Messrs Beards of Stoke on
Trent.

In the strong stores K P Siddon of Belton recorded the highest price of
£1,170 for a Simmental x steer.

Reared and baby calves, again prices very good.

The stores are a good trade throughout with quality coming in early
this year as many farmers are now receiving their Single Farm
payments. So do not miss out on this trade, give me, Ben or John a
call and lets get them booked in. Buyers are waiting.

“Tom reports a difficult days trading across all sections with
wholesalers finding it harder to shift meat so trade easing back again.
With this sort of trade it is essential to have good meat on your lambs.
Store buyers starting to take note of the fat trade and becoming more
selective again with strength easier to sell but at a lower level than
previous weeks”.

The long awaited horse sale is on this Saturday, the first of the new
year, with the phone red hot with people wanting to sell.
