Di Booth on completion of the meeting
provided an excellent Sunday dinner which went down well with all
the Auctioneers who have responded well with many tributes.
After the meal we provided a site visit to show the progress of the
new cattle building.

Today’s market was well supported by the farmers, with a frosty
start to the day. 523 cattle and 3,746 sheep forward with prices
still very respectable.

The quality in the prime cattle section was not great today but
every beast found a home. Many were under weight, over weight,
etc. A new buyer helped today buying a few black and whites.
Amongst the non spec cattle a few gems were found. Nick Sansom
from Deenthorpe topped the market with a Limousin x heifer at
239p/Kag.

Store prices and numbers remain good with A Vero & Sons of
Barwell achieving £1,115 for his continental x steers.

Tom reports trade much brighter than expected in the fat lambs
and cull ewes dearer again.

Last Friday’s store cattle sale was well attended with trade
consistent with Tuesday’s prices.

Melton Mowbray Market is the largest town centre livestock market in the country and has been in existence for 1,000
years, predating the Domesday Book. The main market has been held on a Tuesday since at least 1324 when it was
granted a charter by King Edward Il. Melton Mowbray Market is operated by Gillstream Markets Ltd and has a diverse
business, running many other markets and events throughout the week including the region’s largest Fur & Feather
and horse markets, a farmers, antiques and general market. The Market Tavern and Banqueting Suite holds
weddings, conferences and other events. The livestock market alone serves over 2,500 local, regional and national
farmers, with more than 350,000 visitors coming through the site annually. The Market is in the middle of a £5.5m
redevelopment to deliver enhanced infrastructure and new cattle facilities, which is due to be completed in Spring
2017.
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Cheques, payment and credit terms

As payment technology continues to advance, we will be moving with it and looking to phase out cheques for payment over time. Our
BACS payment run now goes out on Wednesdays and with faster payments will now credit your account ahead of any cheque
payments made on the day. Not having to wait for cheques should also improve queuing times for you on market days. For those
who do not currently receive payments by BACS, please provide your bank account details to the office in person, by phone or by
accounts@meltonmowbraymarket.co.uk

We are also pleased to confirm that we will now be paying out for all livestock sellers, both stores and fat without delay, whether by
cheque on the day or BACS the day after.

As far as credit given by the market is concerned, this remains the single biggest risk to the future of livestock markets across the
country and a continual drag on management time. We will therefore be changing our standard terms to be payment on the day for
both fat and stores with effect from Tuesday 6 September. Those who wish to receive credit from the market will need to agree terms
with us and be subject to credit checks and security requirements. Existing arrangements will be honoured for now, but

will be subject to adjustment in future. All other terms, including unauthorised credit at 15% plus costs, will remain as they are now.
These changes make our overall terms of business more consistent, fairer and more sustainable on behalf of all our valued customers
and we trust they will be supported by you all.
