2) If there are not more than four entries in any class no third prize will be awarded.

November 2021. 
 

5) All show cattle must be led with the exception of the commercial classes. Exhibitors must ensure that their cattle have 
been suitably trained to be led and if, in the opinion of the Society, are not adequately trained, the Society will refuse 
entry to the show for that particular animal. The Stewards decision is final.

9) All documents must accompany the entries to the cattle market; animals without documents will not be eligible for 
judging. 

 
10) All animals must be sold through the auction or prizes and prize money may be withheld.
